Things to think about as you consider who you may nominate

2) The recipient should have distinguished himself/herself as a leader or spokesperson for a worthy cause, who through, word and deed, epitomizes exceptional accomplishment within his/her field of endeavor.

3) The recipient should be a skilled communicator/speaker.

4) The recipient does not have to be a former Toastmaster, but a former Toastmaster who has gone on to become a political leader (mayor, congressman, senator) or successful in business or other pursuits would be a nice choice.

5) The recipient should be able to accept the award in person. (IMPORTANT)

6) The recipient will be invited to give a speech at the award ceremony
